COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 NEWS:  Announcements were distributed on three coming events:
            E-Waste Collection Event:  An e-waste collection event will be held on January 17, 2009 between 8:00 AM and 4:00 PM in the parking lot behind Councilman Zine’s District Office, 19040 Vanowen Street, Reseda.  The event is sponsored by the Council Office and 
1-800-GOT-JUNK?.
            Warner Center Specific Plan:  A presentation of land use and urban design recommendations for the Warner Center Specific Plan will be held on January 22 from 5:30 PM to 8:30 PM in the Kaiser auditorium, 5601 De Soto Avenue, Woodland Hills.

            Zine Posse:  Meeting of the Zine POSSE (People Organizing Safe, Secure Environment) will be held on February 18 from 6:00 PM to 8 PM in the Council District Office, 19040 Vanowen Street, Reseda.  POSSE is a volunteer citizen group.
TRANSPORTATION REPORT – Max Flehinger
1.  At TPOA’s request, the DOT has eliminated parking on the west side of Vanalden Ave. next to the Chevron station.  The no-parking area is marked in red.

2.  At TPOA’s request, “No parking for unhitched trailers” signs have been placed on both sides of Vanalden between Ventura and Wells.

3.  The TNC is requesting the City to place “No parking for unhitched trailers” signs on Philiprimm between Wilbur and Yolanda and on Crebs, next to California Pizza Kitchen.

4.  The DOT is taking a look at the long stop signal on n/b Yolanda at Ventura Blvd.
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5.  The DOT has not yet taken any action on our request for “No parking from 2 AM to 5 AM” signs under the freeway on Wilbur, Tampa and Corbin.

6.  Speed limit on Victory between the 405 Fwy. and De Soto will be increased to 45 MPH if approved by the City Council.  A Woodland Hills NC member is leading the movement to disapprove proposed speed limit increases on Victory and other West Valley streets.
7.  There is a legal difference between “speed limit” and “maximum speed”.  (Officer Troy Williams, LAPD) Needs explanation and we could call Max.  Or we could just delete Officer’s name and leave statement as is, pique interest.
8.  Pedestrians are endangering themselves and motorists when crossing – technically, jaywalking - in the middle of the block on Clark Street between Gelson’s and the Vons/Longs shopping center.  This issue will be on the agenda at the next TNC Transportation Committee meeting, Monday, January 12.

9.  A stakeholder has requested a left turn signal on n/b Tampa at the w/b freeway onramp.

This will be on the agenda at the next TNC TC meeting.

10.  Re cars parked on the street with “for sale” signs, this is considered by the courts to be allowed under the “freedom of speech” doctrine, according to an article in the LA Times on January 8.

 11.  CD 3 Chief Planning Deputy Jonathan Brand suggested to DOT that no parking be allowed on Etiwanda Street between Clark and Ventura Blvd. in order to accommodate loading, drop-off and pick-up for Monarch Village.  This issue will be referred to TNC Transportation Committee for consideration.  

PLANNING & LAND USE – Kathy Delle Donne

18709 Topham:  A hearing was held December 20 on a variance for a 2-story office building which was built over-in-height and also with a substandard sideyard.
            Councilman Zine Tour:  Tour, announced last month, is scheduled for January 22.  Kathy Delle Donne will prepare a tour route to focus on both good and no-so-good elements of Tarzana.  Attending will be the Councilman and three staff members, Kathy Delle Donne, Len Shaffer, Steve Webber and Michael Povar.

            Tarzana Crossing:  Class project by UCLA Landscape Architecture students is completed.  Report presents land use and urban design ideas for the area surrounding the intersection of Reseda and the Orange Line busway.  CD to be obtained and copies printed for limited distribution.
