BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

January 10, 2011
MINUTES
The meeting was called to order by President David Garfinkle at 7:30 PM at the Tarzana Community and Cultural Center, 19130 Ventura Blvd., Tarzana.

MEMBERS ABSENT:  Max Flehinger, Nancy Theroux 
INSTALLATION OF BOARD MEMBERS BY COUNCILMAN ZINE: Councilman Zine installed the 2011 TPOA Board of Directors.  After the installation, he briefed the board on city ballot measures G, H, I. J, L. M,N, O and P and the state of the city’s budget.  He also invited Board members to attend the January 15th  tree planting on Ventura Blvd. The planting was jointly funded by the City and TNC.
COUNCIL DISTRICT 3 REPORT: Octaviano Rios, Field Deputy:    Octaviano reported on the successful removal of mobile billboards from city streets, the cut in city funding for graffiti removal, the uncertain future of neighborhood councils because of city budgetary issues, and Councilman Zine’s decision not to support the elder care facility at 18719 Calvert (see below).  The proposed facility had previously been supported by the TNC.
Upcoming City Ballot Measures: The Board has taken no position on the ballot measures
· Measure G: Would require greater contribution to pension by new LAPD, LAFD, Harbor Department employees
· Measure H: Would ban campaign contributions from contractors bidding on City contracts 
· Measure I: Would establish a DWP Ratepayer Advocate  

· Measure J: Would provide for automatic transfer of DWP surpluses to City General Fund

· Measure L: Would double the share of the property tax revenue that goes to the Library Department 

· Measure M: Would impose a tax on Medical Marijuana  

· Measure N: Would revise the City Charter to conform with recent Supreme Court ruling eliminating limits on contributions by groups for City elections  

· Measure O: Would impose a tax of $1.44 for each per barrel of oil produced in the City 
· Measure P: Would require the City to keep a contingency fund of at least 2.75% of General Fund receipts
· Measure Q: Would limit the number of applicants tested for certain civil service positions
MEMBERSHIP REPORT: Evelyn Garfinkle

BUILDING AND SAFETY REPORT: Steve Webber


5327 Donna – Work is in progress without building permits by Building and Safety.  The resident is converting a room to a garage and adding a 5’9” x 20’ storage area.  

5412 Geyser – Reported 10-6-10.  The hedges along the front of the property are over the allowed height code.  No action has been taken to date by City officials.  TPOA will continue keeping the property under investigation.

An on-site liquor permit was supported for the Hummus Bar on Ventura Blvd. with the suggested conditions that no sale of alcohol be permitted without meal service and that no alcohol service be permitted in the outdoor seating area.  An offsite liquor sales permit for the Walgreens on Ventura Blvd. was supported as was a T-Mobile cell tower on the south east corner of Reseda and Victory.
PRESIDENT’S REMARKS:
New Board member – The Board nominated Matt Mealey to the TPOA Board.  Mr. Mealey accepted the position.
Website – The update of the TPOA website, tarzanapropertyowner.org, continues. 
Eldercare facility at 18719 Calvert – Councilman Dennis Zine has decided not to support the proposed large commercial eldercare facility in the middle of an established RA neighborhood.  

Action Item – The TPOA Board discussed the proposed sale of city facilities, essential city services, and cuts to the Planning Department budget.  Dave proposed TPOA send out position papers opposing further cuts to the Planning Department and opposing the sale/lease of city property including parking facilities.  The motion was adopted.
